JAFFA PORT

ST. PETER’S CHURCH
This old Franciscan church has been 
the center of Christianity in Jaffa for 
thousands of years. It was originally 
built in 1654 but since then has been 
destroyed and rebuilt twice. The current 
structure, built at the beginning of the 
20th century, features a vaulted ceiling, 
decorated walls and stained glass 
windows. 

ST. ANTHONY’S 
CHURCH
Built in 1932, this is Jaffa’s largest church. 
Featuring soaring gothic architecture, this 
church is still very active and a short walk 
from Jaffa’s vibrant port.

NA LAGA’AT CENTER
Located in the heart of Jaffa’s Port, the  
Na Laga’at Center is home to one 
of Israel’s most unconventional and 
exceptional theaters: both deaf and blind 
actors and hosts take the audience on 
a magical tour into the districts of their 
own inner world. Guests can also enjoy 
a visit to the center’s unique restaurant 
“Blackout,” which serves meals in the 
dark. Throughout the year, Na Laga’at 
hosts a diverse range of conferences and 
events. 

JAFFA THEATER
Tucked inside a historical building 
overlooking the sea, lies Jaffa Theater; a 
stage dedicated to Arab-Hebrew culture. 
This award-winning institution serves as 
a place for cross-cultural collaboration. 
Here, Hebrew and Arabic speaking artists 
write, direct and perform a variety of 
plays together throughout the year. 
With bilingual performances and annual 
festivals, Jaffa Theater offers  
a one-of-a-kind experience.

WHITE CITY
Tel Aviv’s White City features the 
largest collection of International Style 
buildings in the world.
In the 1930s, Jewish acolytes of the Bauhaus School arrived in  
Tel Aviv, bringing their affinity for white walls and small windows 
into a burgeoning conversation of how to build a city from stark 
desert sands. By the 1940s, over 4,000 International Style 
buildings had been constructed in Tel Aviv. 

In 2003, UNESCO inscribed the ‘White City’ of Tel Aviv on the 
World Heritage List, citing it as “an outstanding example of new 
town planning and architecture in the early 20th century”.  
The citation recognized the unique adaptation of modern 
international architectural trends to the cultural, climatic and local 
traditions of the city. 

Today, Tel Aviv is essentially an open-air museum exhibiting a 
local adaptation of International Style buildings and Bauhaus 
architecture.

LIEBLING HAUS
The White City Center 
The Liebling Haus was co-founded by the Tel Aviv-Yafo 
Municipality and the German Government. Its mission is to 
preserve the heritage of the White City and International Style 
buildings. Housed in a 1930s modernist icon and one of the 
historical buildings around Bialik square, this unique center hosts 
multidisciplinary exhibitions, lectures, workshops and tours 
throughout the year. 

 

 

TOURS
For a different perspective on Tel Aviv, the Tel Aviv 
Convention Bureau will be happy to offer guided 
walking tours. Through a fun, interactive experience, 
the city’s knowledgeable tour guides will introduce 
you to the interesting culture, history, hidden gems 
and secrets of Tel Aviv. 

WHITE CITY
Take a stroll down Rothschild Blvd., one 
of Tel Aviv’s oldest and most fashionable 
streets.

Hear the stories 
of the houses that line the boulevard and 
of the people who lived in them. Learn 
about the unique architecture of the 
buildings - a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site - and the conservation program that 
keeps them so beautiful.

STREET ART
In the maze of workshops and garages 
inside Tel Aviv’s Florentin neighborhood, 
far away from the world of galleries and 
museums, there is a place full of local artistic 
creations - street art. Learn about the artists 
behind these in-depth works and their 
symbolic messages. Discover more about 
the history of graffiti as well as the Israeli 
street artists and their creations.

NEVE TSEDEK AND 
HATACHANA PARK 
Experience the narrow streets of the first 
Jewish neighborhood built outside of 
Jaffa, Neve Tsedek, and the history of its 
construction and people. Hear the story 
of the neighborhood’s transformation 
from a decaying area to one of the most 
chic and charming areas of Tel Aviv.  
The tour also includes a visit to Tel Aviv’s 
restored Ottoman era train station - 
HaTachana Park, now a popular outdoor 
shopping and recreation center. 

SARONA
The Templars Colony
Sarona, the bustling park at the heart of 
Tel Aviv that has undergone a meticulous 
preservation process, brings together 
heritage, history, tourism, recreation, 
trade, residential options and business. 
Join this tour to explore the Sarona 
Visitors Center, discover the beautiful 
well-preserved houses, as well as the first 
mechanical oil mill of the land of Israel, 
and visit the site’s historic underground 
Templar tunnel. 

INDEPENDENCE TRAIL
@Rothschild Blvd.
This 1-Kilometer long walking route tells 
the story of the establishment of  
Tel Aviv and the State of Israel, through 
ten heritage sites connected by a golden 
path. Stop by to experience history and 
visit sites such as the Great Synagogue 
and Tel Aviv’s first kiosk. Visitors are 
invited to take a guided tour, or use 
a map (available in eight languages: 
Hebrew, English, French, Spanish, 
German, Arabic, Chinese and Russian). 
Independence Trail is open free of charge 
24/7 and is illuminated at night.
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CULTURAL STOPS
One of the best ways to experience Tel Aviv is through a visit to its 
various cultural sites. Make sure to add these to your pre / post 
conference itinerary.

TEL AVIV 
MUSEUM OF ART
The Tel Aviv Museum of Art holds the world’s 
largest collection of Israeli art. It also features 
international artworks by the likes of Picasso, 
Klimt and Monet, as well as impressive 
photography and design installations. 

 

 

ERETZ ISRAEL 
MUSEUM (MUZA)
This multisensory museum, focusing on 
the history and culture of the land of Israel, 
is especially unique because its grounds 
encompass the archeological site of Tel Qasile, 
dating back to the 12th century B.C.E.  
With 15 buildings and spread over some  
20 acres, MUZA features a range of displays 
in the fields of art, archeology, Judaica, 
photography, local identity and more.  
At the temporary exhibits, you can find a 
contemporary perspective - constantly making 
the intriguing connection between old and 
new. 

ANU
Museum of the 
Jewish People
After years of planning, the Museum of the 
Jewish People has reopened as “ANU” and 
is now the largest Jewish museum in the 
world. While here, you will go on a fascinating 
journey through Jewish culture, heritage and 
identity, and learn about the wide range of 
Jewish communities throughout history.

STEINHARDT MUSEUM 
OF NATURAL HISTORY
Overlooking Tel Aviv University’s Botanical 
Gardens, this revolutionary five-story museum 
is fittingly shaped like Noah’s Ark, and serves 
as a significant tribute to natural history - 
preserving over five million specimens.  
It is the most comprehensive center in the 
region for biodiversity research, education and 
conservation.

THE ISRAELI OPERA 
Founded in 1945, the Israeli Opera has 
performed for over 70 years. Producing an 
average of eight productions each season, 
they feature leading international opera artists 
and Israeli opera artists, and are sung in the 
original language with Hebrew and English 
subtitles.

THE ISRAELI 
PHILHARMONIC
The Charles Bronfman Auditorium is home 
to the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra. Founded 
in 1936 by Bronislaw Huberman, the Israeli 
Philharmonic captivates audiences with a 
baroque and romantic repertoire, as well as 
Bach, Brahms, Beethoven and Bartok.

SUZANNE DELLAL 
CENTER
Suzanne Dellal Center is responsible for 
putting Israeli dance on the global map, as 
well as positioning it as a central part of 
Israeli culture. Located at the heart 
of Neve Tsedek neighborhood, 
this center hosts throughout 
the year diverse dance 
performances, events, 
festivals, programs and 
workshops. 

HABIMA 
NATIONAL 
THEATER
The iconic Habima Theater, Israel’s national 
theater, hosts a wide range of repertory 
shows, some offering subtitles in English. 
The renovated theater reflects and promotes 
Hebrew language and culture, providing an 
exciting experience for spectators. 

THE CAMERI THEATER 
Founded in 1944, this Israel Prize winner 
is one of the country’s largest and most prolific 
theaters. Attend a show by Israeli playwrights 
or enjoy a contemporary adaptation of global 
classics such as Shakespeare and Brecht. 
Some of the productions include subtitles in 
English. 

NEVE TSEDEK 
Neve Tsedek is a trendy area full of shops, 
art galleries and stylish restaurants. The 
neighborhood’s beautifully restored houses 
and streets reflect the romance of the late 
19th century. A walking tour here is a must 
for history lovers and fans of small, winding 
alleys.

SARONA PARK
Sarona, a bustling shopping and recreation 
center at the heart of Tel Aviv, brings 
together heritage, history, and tourism. The 
site was originally a German Templar Colony 
established in 1871. Later on, it also housed 
the first government offices of the State 
of Israel. Since then, it has undergone a 
meticulous preservation process, and today 
it is an indoor and outdoor complex ideal 
for some true R&R. Besides the restaurants, 
shops, and lively market, visitors are also 
invited to discover the site’s rich history by 
checking out the visitors center or taking a 
guided tour. 

HATACHANA 
PARK

HaTachana Park, a 
place where history 
and modernity meet, 
is the site of the first 
Middle Eastern railway, 

built in 1892. In recent 
years this site has been 

restored and is now a 
popular outdoor shopping 

and recreation center. Discover 
the historic train tracks and courtyard, 

or visit local designer boutiques, galleries and 
restaurants, housed in refurbished buildings 
from the Ottoman Era.

TEL AVIV’S BEACHES
Tel Aviv stretches along part of the 
Mediterranean coast and enjoys around 
320 days of sunshine a year, making it a 
beach-lovers’ destination. The city boasts a 
beautiful seaside promenade featuring bike 
paths, outdoor gyms and more. All beaches 
have been granted the prestigious “Blue 
Flag’’ award for meeting high international 
standards in several fields. 

The beaches in Tel Aviv also guarantee 
access to the sea through paths and 
vehicles, allowing people with disabilities to 
reach the water.

TLV BALLOON
TLV Balloon rises up to 120 meters in the 
air, providing a rare view of Tel Aviv and 
the surrounding area. Each flight can carry 
up to 30 guests. 

BICYCLE RIDING
Tel Aviv’s flat topography and sunny 
climate make it an ideal place for bicycle 
riding. The city offers over 160 kilometers 
of bike lanes and over 170 Tel-O-Fun bike 
stations, a municipality-run bike sharing 
system enabling riders to pick-up and  
drop-off a bike as needed. 

GANE YEHOSHU’A
(HaYarkon Park) 
HaYarkon Park is a green oasis in the city. 
The park, which is larger than Central 
Park in New York, offers many attractions: 
a hot air balloon, rope park, boat rental, 
rock sculpture and cactus garden, tropical 
garden, bird watching and more. On any 
given day, the park is full of people jogging, 
biking, or simply lounging on the grass.

SKY TOWN TLV
With a multitude of rope courses and  
over 120 different elements, Sky Town TLV 
offers an adrenaline-packed challenge for all. 

BEACH ACTIVITIES
With such good weather, it is a pity to stay 
indoors. Enjoy the Mediterranean Sea with 
SUP classes, rowing, kayaking, or simply do 
some fitness exercises on the beach. Relax 
with yoga classes on the sand, or at the 
port, or jog along the coast on the beautiful 
promenade.

GORDON SEAWATER 
POOL
Gordon Pool, located on the Tel Aviv 
promenade, is an olympic-size seawater 
pool featuring an additional children’s pool, 
gym with over 140 studio lessons, outdoor 
fit zone, and spa that includes a hot tub, 
dry sauna and wet sauna.

CHARLES CLORE 
SEASIDE PARK
This beachfront park situated between 
Tel Aviv’s promenade and Jaffa, is a 
perfect getaway spot. Here you can find 
observation points overlooking Jaffa, a 
playground, BBQ area, outdoor gym, yoga 
deck, and jogging and biking lanes. 

Fun Fact : Tel Aviv-Yafo Municipality plans to have 
300km of bicycle lanes in the city by 2025.
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SUSTAINABILITY 
Tel Aviv is a growing city, in terms of 
population, resources and economic 
activity. The city is the commercial and 
cultural center of Israel and the hub of the 
Dan Metropolitan area. 

Sustainability is one of three primary goals 
in the city’s strategic plan. The city has 
prioritized the promotion of sustainability, 
environmental protection and expanding 
the city’s green spaces, with the focus 
of lowering Green House Gas emissions, 
air pollution levels, and reducing waste 
through recycling and circular economy.

Many sustainable initiatives and 
projects are currently implemented in 
Tel Aviv, including alternative modes of 
transportation (such as the bike sharing 

service “Tel-O-Fun” and car sharing service 
“Autotel”), increased bike lanes and parks, 
green building policies, green labels for 
businesses, community garden projects, 
dozens of sustainable neighborhood and 
shared economy initiatives (give-and-
take exchanges, shared outdoor libraries, 
etc.), energy saving traffic lights, public 
composts and more. 

In addition, all of Tel Aviv’s thirteen 
beaches are “Blue Flag” certified beaches, 
awarded for meeting high environmental 
standards, among other criteria. 

Around the world, Tel Aviv is a part of 
the C40 cities alliance that is taking bold 
climate action, leading the way towards a 
healthier and more sustainable future. 

SUSTAINABLE EVENTS 
Tel Aviv hosted the Eurovision Song 
Contest in 2019. Hosting such a large-
scale event brought some challenges with 
it. Tel Aviv has harnessed those efforts to 
strengthen its capacities to continue the 
Municipality’s Environmental Protection 
and Sustainability Authority adopted a 
new protocol, which can be implemented 
at your next event - a green policy for 
the production of large-scale events, 
which focuses on waste reduction and 
sustainable food.

Fun Fact : Israel’s largest composter is situated in Dizengoff Center.  
The “Ecodrum” can recycle up to a ton of organic waste every day.

ACCESSIBILITY
Israel is a popular tourism destination for 
people all over the world, and is becoming 
known for its accessible tourism for 
people with disabilities and the elderly.

The Israeli Ministry of Tourism understand 
the importance of accessible tourism 
and makes a lot of efforts to ensure 
that tourism in Israel is accessible, 
nondiscriminatory, inclusive and suitable 
for people with disabilities and the elderly. 

The subject of accessible tourism has 
gained tremendous momentum over the 
past years in Israel. Progressive legislation 

has pushed forward accessibility 
adaptations and more places - forests, 
parks, walking trails, attractions, beaches, 
visitor centers, picnic areas, amongst 
others - have been adapted to people with 
disabilities.

The city of Tel Aviv constantly works 
to make its tourist attractions, modes 
of transportation, and accommodations 
accessible to all.
